• Confidence facilitating small groups in a community setting. 
• Strong interpersonal and communication skills. 
• Respect for Deaf culture and lived experience. 
• Reliability and ability to prepare simple learning materials. 

 

Duties: 

• Plan and deliver beginner-friendly sign language sessions or workshops. 
• Teach basic vocabulary, conversational signs, and communication techniques. 
• Create a welcoming, inclusive and supportive learning environment. 
• Adapt teaching approach to suit varying skill levels and learning needs. 
• Encourage participation and build confidence among learners. 

        

    Other duties may include: 
• Providing feedback on program improvements. 

• Promoting and maintaining participant safety by following safeguarding procedures, identifying and 
responding to any concerns, and ensuring a respectful and inclusive learning environment. 
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Reporting procedures: 

• Report to the relevant NNC program coordinator. 
• Provide updates on sessions, attendance, and any issues or support needs.
